MR GEORGE BELL.

By the decath of Mr. George
Be,l, of Bicton, Churchill-ave-
nue, Subiaco, on Bunday last,
tha rapidly narrowing circle of
old colonists has lost one of its oldest
members  Some 70 years ago Mr. Bell,
then a young man of 20, arrived n
Western Australia from England, of
which he was a native, For something
like a quarter of a eentury he was en-
gaged In various contract works in

Perth, Fremantle, and elsewhere, after
which he entered the Public Works De-
partinent; and until his retirement on
a pension, rather more than 20 years
ago, he supervised the erection of a
large number of public works and
huildings. Among the bnildings with
the erection of which he was associated

was the Perth Town Hall and the old 1
Military Barracks at the west end of St. 1
Georgo's-terrace. Altec retiring from |
the publie service, Mi% Bell was con- 1
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nected with the designing and erection
of soveral of the most ornamental villas
in the city during the latter part of
last century, For soine years past he
lived a quiet, retired life on his pen-
sion, anzmented by the rents from his
properties, He lived to the ripe old
ago of 90 vears, thoroughly respected
and esteemed by a large cirele  of
triends. His death took nlace on Sun-
day last. His widow and most of his
large family of sons and daunghters sur-
vive him. The funeral took place on
Monday afternoon, when the body of
the dececased, enclosed in a massive jar- -
rah cofflin, was interred in the Methodist
portion of the Kast Perth C(Cemetery.
The Rev, A. J. Barclav officiated at t
funcral, which was largely attended.
